Where do you have passion and creativity, wisdom and time to  

devote to this with us?  See the sign-up posters in the CE hallway! 
 

‗Good morning.  When I was asked to share a few words on enhancing the worship experience,  rather than 

put together a list of ―the church should do this or that‖ I looked inward to better understand what I need to 

do to enhance my own worship experience. When Jesus encountered the ―Rich Young Ruler‖, that young 

man went away sad because his possessions were very dear to him. They were a barrier between himself and 

his Lord and Savior. They were his beloved distractions.  
 

And boy do I have distractions!  I carry my iPod Touch everywhere so I can play games, listen to music,  

audio books, or to surf the web.   In fact I am no longer capable of operating a car unless there is an audio 

book playing.   I can‘t do dishes, vacuum or mow the lawn unless ―Car Talk‖ or ―Wait Wait Don‘t Tell Me‖ 

or some other NPR or BBC podcast is playing.  Most of us have high definition TVs with 300 satellite chan-

nels and a DVR stuffed full of recorded shows that we will never have time to watch.  I have an XBOX 360, 

 Playstation 3 and a thousand hours of games to play. Then there‘s the care and feeding of Facebook and  

Twitter.   The distractions are limitless. 
 

Many of us carry corporate blackberries that tie us to our jobs 24 hours a day requiring us to answer e-mail, 

pages, phone calls and text messages at a drop of a hat. For many of us today, there is no longer such a thing 

as a 9 to 5 job.  Those of us fortunate enough to be working find we are doing what used to be the job of 2 

people and even vacation requests are met with Scrooge-like reluctance from our bosses.  And along with 

these high tech distractions and demands of work we all have the common stresses, concerns, responsibilities 

associated with family, friends and the office. 

In Psalm 46, the Lord calls upon us to ―be still and know that I am God‖.  I know that in my life, all worship 

stems from this critical first step, and how much more true of our generation than any generation before 

us?  But how many of us bring our worries, our distractions with us each Sunday morning. How many oppor-

tunities to hear God during the week are drowned out by our distractions?  How many of us,  right now,  are 

allowing our minds to wander towards Monday morning‘s worries or this afternoon‘s tasks rather than on 

this moment, this hour, when God would speak to us? 
 

I find again and again when I am here and when I clear my heart and mind and much as humanly possible, 

the words spoken from this pulpit and the poetry expressed by the music will move me and speak to me in a 

very personal and direct way.   Many times I have sat here wondering if Kevin was spying on me because the 

sermons seemed tailored to what I needed to hear that day. That is God speaking directly to me.  To us.   That 

is enhanced worship. 
 

To enhance our worship experience we need to come, be still and know that He is God. Then God‘s words 

will fill you and you will be better equipped to serve God and to face those challenges that await you outside 

of these walls. Our week is jammed full of distractions. This one hour each Sunday morning is our time to 

commune with the creator of time and space.  God grant that we use it wisely.            — Mike Henson

A Single Commandment 

 

Excerpt from Galatians 5:14 

―For the whole law is summed up in a single statement, ‗You shall love your neighbor as your-

self.‘‖ 

 

Reflection by Donna Schaper 

 

The whole chapter five of Galatians is worth a good long read.  It is about the subject of Chris-

tian freedom, which the writer imagines is a kind of slavery to love.  It is about the difference 

between the law and grace, using circumcision as an example, concluding that it matters little if 

we are or are not circumcised.  Instead it matters a lot how we talk about the subject to each 

other. 

 

Maybe you don‘t need to read this chapter.  You may have no issues about right and wrong, 

cultural customs, the right way to dress, the right foods to eat.  You may never have spoken of 

chocolate cake as ―sinful‖ or scoffed at someone who was obese.  You may tolerate all points of 

view and never pass judgment, even silently to yourself.  If so, you can skip this chapter. 

 

If, however, you find yourself intolerant of difference, unkind when someone smokes in public 

or brings a dog to a meeting, sit down for the long read.  You will learn what it means to be in 

love with each other.  You will also be brought to attention by the warning that sometimes 

when we ―bite and devour each other,‖ we actually find ourselves chewed up, even consumed. 

 

Be kind.  Fall in love.  Think less about circumcision, ancient or modern, and more about love. 

 

Prayer 

O God, we pray that we can be a little yeast that leavens the entire dough of community and 

that when we are gone, people miss us because our kindness is lost.  Amen.

The compromise tax package that was passed by Congress and signed  

By President Obama in December maintained the current level for the 

Earned Income Tax Credit and the Child Tax Credits going forward.   

You will recall that this was the request that we made to our members 

Of Congress through our Offering of Letters last spring. 

 

―People of faith may not agree with all of the provisions of the bill, but these low-income tax 

credits are a huge victory for working families,‖ said Rev. David Beckmann, president of Bread 

for the World.   ―The EITC and CTC, along with the payroll tax deduction, will prevent 2.4 mil-

lion people, including 1.2 million children, from falling into poverty.‖ 

 

The  EITC  is America‘s largest anti-poverty program.  In 2009, it is estimated the EITC lifted 

6.6 million people, including 3.3 million children, above the poverty line.  Refundable tax cred-

its, such as the EITC AND CTC, provide some of the strongest forms of economic stimulus, 

generating $1.26 of economic growth for every additional dollar in benefits.  Households spend 

these tax credits quickly and in their local communities. 

 

So let‘s celebrate the fact that our 100 letters written last spring were among the thousands of 

letters received by members of Congress and led to this action in  behalf of poor and hungry 

people.

In the Bible we find this ‗longing for God‘ expressed in stories, songs, prayers, encoun-

ters and wisdom. Through them we learn of a powerful God, a mysterious presence 

throughout life, who, in fact, longs to be in covenant relationship with us. Someone else 

has described God‘s ―Will‖ as God‘s ‗yearning‘ for us … yearning for us to find God. 

―Spirituality,‖ then, is not only our desire for God, but God‘s desire for us, as well. 

 

Scripture also affirms that God is present all around us. Wherever God‘s people look, 

God is present, yearning to be found. We believe God is most fully revealed in the  

person of Jesus Christ, and that God continues to open our eyes and invite us to ‗find 

God‘ through the Holy Spirit, present in our everyday lives. 

 

In ―Got Spirit?‖ we will examine several biblical passages to help us explore different 

ways God is present for us to find in our ‗everyday lives‘: In the wonder of creation; in 

moments of gratitude; in hospitality to the stranger; in expression of generosity; in  

worship; and in living in Christ‘s love. Our God ‗yearns‘ for us … even as we yearn for 

God … and takes great delight in being found, in the Everyday of our lives.
